The Summer  Team to Mozambique will  be based in Beira, working with local churches who partner 
with Oasis Mozambique. The  focus is usually on a building project with a partner church, as well as 
helping with children's holiday clubs. This shorter-term team stays in a guesthouse for the duration of 
their time in Beira. 

You need to be willing to learn Portuguese for this placement, as this will be of great help in building  
relationships in the communities you work with.   You also need to be fit and healthy, and willing to 
do simple lifting and manual work on the building project 
 
On arrival you will have a day’s orientation, in which you will be introduced to the city, the various Oa-
sis projects and staff. 
 
You will have 1 day off a week, with which you can go   
shopping, go to the cinema, use Internet cafes, eat out in 
restaurants or go to the beach.  
 
Mozambican culture is conservative, so women will need to 
cover up most of the time (loose trousers, loose tops).  You 
can also buy sarong-style ‘capulana’ skirts on arrival to 
wear over your trousers for going into more rural areas.

Oasis Mozambique Summer 

Oasis Mozambique’s vision is to see people rich in faith, hope and love  
working together to transform society. Working in Beira with churches, 
schools, non-governmental organisations and government, we seek to im-
pact children, young people and communities through many activities such 
as educational children’s clubs, community based courses and             
clean-up events, community water points, youth leadership training,       
moral education in schools and facilitating cultural exchanges. We have 
also begun another new programme called Able to Decide, run in partner-
ship with Food for the Hungry tackling the crucial issue of HIV and AIDS.  
Teams from overseas are placed in churches to strengthen and encourage the local Mozambican 
church whilst giving team participants the opportunity to put their faith into practice. 

Children in Mozambique are given much responsibility from an early age, they are often seen as adults 
in training. In Education Alive children aged 7-12 are taught about different themes which focus on 
health, hygiene, personal safety and self esteem to help them live, rather than survive. The children 
learn these skills through art, music, drama and games, as they are not taught these skills in primary 
school. We are also work in primary schools and child care centres and in local communities to em-
power people to take action to prevent child abuse. 

The major objectives of Just Education are; that teachers are able to teach with integrity and             
transparency, that young people are equipped with skills to live and work with integrity, and that 
schools provide a positive learning environment providing equal opportunity to vacancies and just and 
fair        treatment in class and exams. Just Education aims to reach its goals through Activities in the 
three key areas of Capacity Building, Advocacy and Anti-Corruption.  
 

Through courses focusing on health, skills training and micro-enterprise, people are empowered to 
transform their difficult lives. Partnerships are also developed within communities between churches 
and other agencies to facilitate adult literacy classes, clean up days and improved access to clean wa-
ter. In 2008 all of these activities are encouraging transformation in 20 communities in Beira.  
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
